2. A Brief Introduction 

Set up the problem or question you’re addressing. 
State why it matters and who it affects. 

3. Key Sections Using Subheadings 

Use clear headings to organize your content. Suggested flow: 

• The Problem or Question 
• Why It Happens (or What’s Commonly Misunderstood) 
• What Clients Should Know or Do 
• Final Tip / Takeaway 
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4. Professional, Accessible Tone 

We want the article to sound like you — but polished. Avoid jargon where possible. You’re writing for real 
people (sellers, agents, buyers, landlords), not just your industry peers. 

5. A Useful Takeaway 

Wrap up with one or two sentences that leave the reader with a clear message. 
 

 
Optional Enhancements 

• Bullet points to break down steps or tips 
• Stats or facts to build trust (if accurate and cited) 
• Case studies (anonymous) or real-life examples 
• Images or graphics you own the rights to use 

 

 
Please Avoid 

•  Purely promotional or sales-heavy content 
•  Long personal bios or company history 
•  Copy-pasting content from your website or AI tools without refinement 
•  Overly technical language without explanation

• At the end of your article, please include: 
• Your full name 
• Your role and company 
• Social Media handles 
• A website or email address readers can use to get in touch 
• Company Logo 
• Optional: A professional headshot (encouraged)
